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In recent years, it has become a trend for college students to participate in community
services, volunteer programs during summer vacations, and assistance projects in western
China. These activities are believed to cultivate a sense of social responsibility among
students.

They argue that by engaging in these activities, students can learn to be
responsible and contribute to society. However, others hold a different view. They
contend that these activities may distract students from their studies and some students
might participate just for the sake of a good record.
